“Year after year, Winnipeggers respond to the growing needs in our community with donations 
to United Way,” said Erma Chapman, Executive Director of Macdonald Youth Services, a 
United Way agency partner. “Those donations are critical to ensure programs that keep kids 
off the streets and help them make positive choices in life can continue to operate in 
Winnipeg.”
